What are the steps?
1. Explain the jigsaw activity.
2. Home groups (1- ABCD, 2- ABCD, ect.) – distribute material, clarify task, choose roles.
3. Expert groups (AAAA, BBBB, ect.) – read or view, discuss, then agree on answers to question.
Home groups – each expert shares information.

1. Teacher provides students with a list of words using the vocabulary inventory.
2. Students “take inventory” of their knowledge of the words 
3. Teacher observes students as an initial diagnostic
4. Students can use and update this tool throughout a unit or revisit it at the end to chart progress.

What are the steps?
1. Teacher provides an assortment of photos cut from magazines.
2. Student choose one or more photos based on the focus (describe a character, illustrate a concept, identify a phenomenon ect.)

What are the steps?
2. Give students two parallel handout (version A and B) with each one missing complementary information.
3. Students must work with a partner to find the missing information.


Strip 
Search
What are the steps?
1. Give each Student a piece of information on a strip of paper.
2. Students need to search for a partner with corresponding information.
3. Partners find each other and sit together to discuss.
Variations:
· Strip stories: students need to find a small group with the same story then sequence events in a narrative.
· Timelines: match with a partner then sequence events.

1. Words, sentences or paragraphs are cut into strips or scrambled on a handout.
2. Students organize information into categories.  In a “structured sort”, these are provided by the teacher. Otherwise categories can be created by Students.

2. Students think/write/draw individually.
3. Students discuss in pairs.

1. Students are given questions cards with specific questions.

OPTIONAL:  Students can write an answer to one or more questions.

Fishbowl
What are the steps?
1. A small group of Students are arranged in the center/front of the class (“in a fishbowl”)
2. The rest of the students are given an observation task.
3. A role-play or simulation is facilitated by the teacher for the students in the fishbowl.
4. Students in the fishbowl reflect on the experience.
5. Observers share their notes and the class discusses.

Organizer
What are the steps?
Teacher creates a chart, map, outline or other visual organizer to simplify language, relate concepts and summarize content.
1. Students use the graphic organizer as a study guide. OR 
2. Students take notes or collect ideas onto a blank or partially completed graphic organizer.
VARIATION: Students create their own graphic organizers.

1. Students are given a question which relates to the day’s lesson or connects to the next topic to be studied.
2. Students answer the question on an index card.
3. As students leave the class they must turn in the card as their “ticket” to exit.

1. Assign each group a topic or question to answer
2. Groups create a poster with main ideas in either text or graphic format, leaving space for comments at the bottom
3. Give students dot stickers

5. Group return to their home poster to a) discuss and b) share out the ideas that had the most dots

1. Set a timer for 10 minutes when explaining a topic or showing a video
2. When the timer ring, give students 2 minutes to process information:
· Write a summary
· Answer a key question
· Talk to a partner
